Sunday School and Wednesday Family Training Attendance:

For Sunday School (9:301L0:15am) and Wednesday Family Train{@g00- 8:15pm) attendance
purposes, it is important to bring your children at the start of the class time in order for them to receive
the benefit of the full teaching for that Christian education period.

Every child or youth should be in classeadt by 9:45am for Sunday School and 7:15pm for
Wednesday Family Training to be counted present. On Sunday morning, you may bring your children
to Children's Church as early as 10:15am. We would very much appreciate your help to eliminate
disruptions dung class time periods while the teachers are teaching their classes.

Child and Youth Safety Issues:

Parents or guardians of preschoolers through 5th Graders should accompany their student to class.
Parents should utilize our Sign/Sign-out proces. Only a previously authorized adult will be able to
pick up their student. According to the policy established by the Union Road Church of God Christian
Education Board, teachers are not permitted to release children to an older sibling or anothefAperson
exception to this policy may be possible only ifrequested in writing and agreed upon by the Christian
Education Board.)

Parents are expected to keep their children with them at all times before and after the service and
during worship (if theyare not in class). Children are not permitted to leave their class unattended nor
should they be in the hallway, or outside of the building during class or Kids Church. Unattended
children will be returned to their parents. The Children's Ministry Teassonsible for the children
during class time or Kids Church. Children are expected to comply with our guidelines and allow us to
provide for their safety. For your child's safety, please do not allow him/her to remain outside the
building alone or unsugvised at any time.

Children eight years old and under need to be accompanied from the Sanctuary to the restroom by a
parent. During Sunday School, Kids for Christ, and Family Training, children and youth will be
monitored by their teacher's.

i Take time to prepare your e, and the hearts of your children, for worship. Spend time in prayer.

1 Give your children offering for Sunday School and church.

1 Teach them that giving is part of our worship to God. As smothey earn money, teach them stewardship
(God owns the resource; we stewatdke good care dfit) through the tithe (10% of the income). God
commands that we return only 10%; the other 90% is for us to use as wise stewards. Also, encougage givin
in offerings- seed offerings of blessing.

1 You, as parents, are responsiblefor your children. Please know where they are even in God's house.

1 Prepare quiet activities for your children to do in the pew with you during family worship in the

sanctuary.(Keep it simple, neat, and one activity at a time. They are hearing and understanding more

than you may be aware they are.) Teaching your children respect and reverence in church is the spiritual

opportunity and challenge of young parenthood. Whatvasome, special time of spiritual bonding for

parents and children!

1 Encourage your youth to praise the Lord and sing.

9 Take your children to the altar with you to prayom birth up. As soon as they are old enough to talk,

encourage them to préyrepeating after you, if necessary. Encourage your youth to go to the altar to pray

during the altar service. We all have blessings for which to be thankful and requests for which we need to call
upon the Lord (It is your parental responsibility to knowyohildren are in the sanctuary during the altar

service and close of service on Sunday evenings and during special services).

After church, encourage your children to shake hands with other believers.

Train toward a respectful relationship with theastor and other church leaders.

Do not allow your children to run inside or outside of church after the worship service. It is God's House.
